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Streszczenie:
Cel: Celem pracy byta analiza przyczyn zgonéw u dzieci przeprowadzona jednoosrodkowo w
Poznaniu w latach 2003-2013.

Materiat i metody: Badang grupe dzieci stanowito 154 pacjentéw, u ktérych doszto do zgonu w
okresie od 1 stycznia 2003 do 31 grudnia

2013 r. W badaniu retrospektywnym uwzgledniono ptec i wiek pacjentéw, przyczyne wyjsciowa



zgonu oraz miesigc i godzine zdarzenia.

Wyniki: W badanej grupie dzieci byto 51,95% chtopcéw i 48,05% dziewczat. Srednia wieku
wyniosta 78 miesiecy. Najwieksze grupy dzieci stanowili

pacjenci w wieku szkolnym (45,45%) oraz niemowlecym (29,87%). Najczestszg wyjsSciowa
przyczyna zgonu u chtopcéw i dziewczat byt

uraz (29,22%). Inne przyczyny stanowity kolejno: choroby uktadu nerwowego (15,58%), choroby
zakazne i pasozytnicze (12,34%) oraz wady

rozwojowe wrodzone (10,39%). Wsréd dzieci w wieku niemowlecym najczestszg wyjsciowg
przyczyna zgonu byty wady rozwojowe wrodzone

(19,57%) i choroby uktadu oddechowego (13,04%), natomiast u dzieci w wieku poniemowlecym i
przedszkolnym - choroby zakaZne i pasozytnicze

oraz urazy. Z kolei wsréd pacjentéw w wieku szkolnym najczestszg przyczynag zgonu byty uraz
(45,71%) i choroby uktadu nerwowego

(24,29%). Najwiecej zgonéw odnotowano w marcu (11,69%) oraz lutym i sierpniu (9,74%),
najczesciej zgon wystepowat pomiedzy godzing

12.00 a 15.00 (16,23%) oraz 21.00 a pétnoca (15,58%).

Whnioski: Dzieci w wieku niemowlecym i szkolnym stanowity najwiekszg grupe pacjentéw, u
ktérych doszto do zgonu, a najczestszg wyjsciowa

przyczyna byty uraz oraz choroby uktadu nerwowego. U dzieci w wieku niemowlecym zgon
najczesciej spowodowany byt wadami rozwojowymi

wrodzonymi, a u dzieci w wieku szkolnym — urazem. Najwiekszg liczbe zgonéw odnotowano w

marcu, lutym i sierpniu.

Abstract:
Objectives: The purpose of study was to analyze causes of death in children in the years 2003-

2013 conducted a single center in Poznan.

Material and methods: The study group consisted of 154 children patients whose death occurred
in the period from January 1, 2003 to December 31,
2013. The retrospective study included: gender and age of the patients, initial cause of death

and the month and time of the event.

Results: There were 51.95% of boys and 48.05% of girls in the study group. The average age
was 78 months. The largest group of children were schoolaged

patients (45.45%) and infants (29.87%). The most common cause of death in boys and girls was
injury (29.22%). Other causes of death were the

following: nervous system disorders (15.58%), infectious and parasitic diseases (12.34%) and



congenital malformations (10.39%). Among infants the

most common cause of death were congenital malformations (19.57%) and respiratory disease
(13.04%), while infants and infants with pre-school and

infectious diseases - infectious and parasitic diseases and injuries. In turn, among the school-
aged patients, the most common cause of death was injury

(45.71%) and neurological disease (24.29%). The highest number of deaths was recorded in
March (11.69%) and February and August (9.74%),

with the most common occurring between 12 and 15 hours (16.23%) and 21 and midnight
(15.58%).

Conclusions: Infant and school children were the largest group of deaths and the most common
cause was traumatic brain injury. In infants, the

most common cause of death was congenital developmental defects and school-age injuries.
The highest number of deaths was recorded in March,

February and August.
